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Keep Mosquitoes Away!

Apply repellants when heading outside.
Mosquitoes may bite at any time - day or night.

Wear repellants approved by the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA).
They have been approved after being tested for negative side effects.
Active ingredients for repellents may include DEET, picardin, IR3535 or oil of
lemon-eucalyptus.

Read the label before applying any repellent.

Do not apply repellents to eyes, nose, mouth, irritated skin, wounds or cuts.
Permethrin may be applied to clothing, bed nets, or other supplies. Do not
apply it directly on skin.

Be wary of household products that “work” as repellents. Many do not
protect you.

You may have 2 yard sales in a row, skip a week, then have 2 more for a total of 4 yard sales per year.
Yard sale permits are $10 each. This allows you 1 permit sign and 2 directional signs.

You must have an active water account, in good standing, at the yard sale address. You must also
provide a valid United States-issued photo ID with the yard sale address on the ID and the Yard Sale
Permit must be purchased 24 hours before the sale. To have your Yard Sale placed in the weekly
Newsletter, you must have purchased your Yard Sale Permit prior to the close of the previous
business day as the Newsletter is posted on Friday mornings.
